Drowning

Falls are the most common 
cause of injuries and 
deaths to older Americans.

Install handrails on both sides of any 
stairs in your home.

Keep stairs well-lit and free of clutter.

Remove loose carpets, cords, and 
other items you could trip over.

Install grab bars and slip-resistant 
surfaces in your bathroom.

Most deaths associated 
with swimming pools, 
bathtubs and spas. Don’t swim alone.
